Description of Event: 

The event brought together talented and ambitious students from all over India. One team 

from Nagpur and one team from Mangalore took part in the hackathon. Various colleges like, Sardar 

Patel Institute of Technology, K. J. Somaiya College of Engineering, Rajiv Gandhi Institute of 

Technology, Thadomal Shahani Engineering College, Fr. Conceicao Rodrigues College of Engineering, 

Mukesh Patel School of Technology Management & Engineering and many more, to collaborate and 

create innovative solutions to real-world problems. The event provided a platform for participants to 

showcase their skills and innovative ideas and was an excellent opportunity to bring together 

individuals from diverse backgrounds to collaborate and solve real-world problems. 

 

Hackniche 2.0 was open to individuals from all backgrounds, including students, entrepreneurs and 

professionals. The event managed to attract 2000+ participant registrations, out of which 200 

members, or 50 teams, were shortlisted. 

The event was divided into three domains, including Web/App, AI/ML and Cloud with each domain 

having specific challenges to solve. Participants were given a specific problem statement or theme to 

work on within their respective domains. The problem statements or themes included: 

Problem Statement 1: Portfolio Management 

Problem Statement 2: Food Truck Application 

Problem Statement 3: Function Code from Text Prompts 

Problem Statement 4: Cafe Analytics and AI-Driven Insights 

Problem Statement 5: Realtime Docker Container Monitoring tool 

 

Outcomes: 

The solutions created by participants were evaluated based on criteria, such as innovation, feasibility 

and impact. A panel of judges, consisting of experts in the respective domains, evaluated the solutions 

and selected the winning teams. The panel of judges included Vidhi Meghani from LTIMindtree, 



 

Sanket Gulwani from X38, Mahendra Bhoir from X38, Lekhraj Varshney from JP Morgan, Sujay Shetty 

from Ettara and Jaison Menezes from ICICI Lombard.
